How to join:

COMPLETE the form (overleaf) and mail it to the Secretary with your first year’s subscription of $15 ($10 for students and concession card holders, $20 for two or more family members).

What happens next?

On receipt of the form and subscription by the secretary, you will be sent a copy of the current membership list to which your details will have been added. 

About two months before each playing day you will receive an application form inviting you to state your preferences for grouping and music to be played. You may nominate people with whom you wish to play (first session only), providing you have secured their agreement. Alternatively, you may prefer to be allocated to a group by the convenors. 

There is no charge for attending the playing day.

Coffee, tea, orange juice and biscuits are proved.
